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Fuel Filters (Continued)

3. When the fi lters are ready for transportation to a reclaimer or intermediate handler, the fi lters must be packaged,
 marked, labeled and transported in accordance with the applicable Department of Transportation requirements   
 for those materials.

4. If any gasoline or used oil commingled with gasoline is removed from the used oil and fuel fi lter accumulation   
 container, it must be evaluated and handled properly.

US EPA Creates Hazardous Waste Manifest to Replace all ManifestsUS EPA Creates Hazardous Waste Manifest to Replace all Manifests

The EPA proposed a rule on manifest reform 
which will become fi nal September 5, 2006

The rule standardizes the manifest form, 
eliminates state variations, and prevents states 
from making changes to the form. Changes 
relating to the form include:
  Eliminated or consolidated existing data   
  elements of the form. 
  Added new data elements to the form. 
  Reduced or eliminated optional form   
  fi elds. 
  Standardized waste handling codes   
  required for the form. 
  Standardized form fi elds for EPA Waste   
  Codes. 
  Revised the form instructions and clarifi ed
  certain form entries. 
  Moved the text of the generator’s certfi ca- 
  tion for waste minimization to the regul-
  tion (40 CFR 262.27(a)), and replaced the  
  text on the form with a reference. 

EPA provided a delayed compliance date for the 
new manifest form and procedures in order to 
allow manifest users, states and form printers to 
prepare for the changes. During the transition 
period, handlers and states will use only the 
old form. After September 5, 2006, only the 
new manifest form and requirements estab-
lished under this fi nal rule will be valid and 
acceptable for use.
Handlers will obtain new forms from any source 
that has registered with EPA to print and dis-
tribute the form. EPA will not distribute forms; 
rather, the agency will oversee the printing 
requirements and ensure that registered printers 
follow them. EPA will maintain a list of entities 
that have been approved to print/distribute the 
form, so that the public may acquire the forms 
from one of the approved printers. Some large 
waste fi rms are expected to register to print their 
own forms, so that they can use them wherever 
they do business, instead of having to buy mani-
fests from different states (the current practice). 
States may also register to print the new form, 
but state rules cannot establish the state as the 
exclusive source of forms.

The fi nal rule made the following additional 
changes to the Federal hazardous waste regulations:
 · Changed the capacity threshold for the EPA
  defi nition of bulk container from 110 gal-  
  lons to 119 gallons. This change will align
  EPA’s defi nition with DOT’s defi nition. This  
  threshold affects the defi nition of empty   
  containers at 40 CFR 261.7(b)(1)(iii) and the
  EPA hazardous waste container marking   
  requirement per 262.32. 
 · Revised requirements for reporting manifest  
  discrepancies (264.72/265.72). 
 · Revised requirements for reports of unmani-  
  fested waste (264.76/265.76). 

Impacts:  The EPA action affects generators, trans-
porters and waste facilities that handle hazardous 
waste. They must comply with the revised rule. In 
the long run, the manifest standardization should 
save manifest preparation time and reduce the pos-
sibility of errors due to not having to comply with 
several manifest variations.

Persons preparing manifests or arranging for 
the disposal of hazardous waste should always 
be aware of any specifi c manifest handling 
requirements of their destination state and their 
own generation state before obtaining manifest 
forms. 

In addition, they will need to work with their des-
tination facilities to determine the proper handling 
codes for their wastes (item 19 on the new mani-
fest) and to ascertain if any wastes are hazardous at 
the state level that are not regulated as hazardous at 
the Federal level. In addition to generators, carriers 
and receiving facilities will need to become familiar 
with the new manifest procedures.

Mobile Maintenance OperationsMobile Maintenance Operations
Businesses that generate used oil in the perfor-
mance of routine maintenance operations at off-site 
locations are subject to special requirements.  Such 
businesses include off-site heavy equipment opera-
tions (e.g. construction vehicle fl eets) and mobile 
oil-changing businesses.

The owner/operator must have a point of con-
solidation for the used oil.

The point of consolidation must not be at a resi-
dence or residential location.

The business must have an EPA ID number.  When 
a separate location is used for consolidation, both 
the maintenance business and the separate location 
must have EPA ID numbers.

The transport vehicle must be owned by the busi-
ness or by an employee of the business.

The business is not required to register as a hazard-
ous waste transporter as long as they transport no 
more than fi fty-fi ve (55) gallons of used oil from 
off-site location(s) to the point of consolidation at 
any one time.

The used oil is deemed to be generated at the point 
of consolidation upon consolidation.

The used oil must be handled and stored at the 
point of consolidation in accordance with all appli-
cable hazardous waste laws.

The consolidated used oil must be transported by 
a registered hazardous waste transporter from the 
point of consolidation to a permitted used oil recy-
cling facility.
